Mark 6:30-44 (ESV) Jesus Feeds the Five Thousand:
**The apostles returned to Jesus and told him all that they had done and
taught. *! And he said to them, “Come away by yourselves to a desolate place
and rest a while.” For many were coming and going, and they had no leisure
even to eat. *>And they went away in the boat to a desolate place by

themselves. ** Now many saw them going and recognized them, and they ran
there on foot from all the towns and got there ahead of them. **When he went
ashore he saw a great crowd, and he had compassion on them, because they
were like sheep without a shepherd. And he began to teach them many things.
% And when it grew late, his disciples came to him and said, “This is a desolate
place, and the hour is now late. %% Send them away to go into the surrounding
countryside and villages and buy themselves something to eat.”

And he divided the
two fish among them all. * And they all ate and were satisfied. * And they took
up twelve baskets full of broken pieces and of the fish. * And those who ate
the loaves were five thousand men.

“‘““You will indeed hear but never understand,
and you will indeed see but never perceive.”
Y For this people's heart has grown dull,
and with their ears they can barely hear,
and their eyes they have closed,
lest they should see with their eyes
and hear with their ears
and understand with their heart
and turn, and | would heal them.’

®But blessed are your eyes, for they see, and your ears, for they hear.

1 Corinthians 12:1-12 (ESV) Spiritual Gifts:
12 Now concerning spiritual gifts, brothers, | do not want you to be uninformed.
2You know that when you were pagans you were led astray to mute idols, however
you were led. > Therefore | want you to understand that no one speaking in the
Spirit of God ever says “Jesus is accursed!” and no one can say “Jesus is Lord”
except in the Holy Spirit.

*Now there are varieties of gifts, but the same Spirit; >and there are varieties of
service, but the same Lord; ®and there are varieties of activities, but it is the same
God who empowers them all in everyone. "To each is given the manifestation of
the Spirit for the common good. ®For to one is given through the Spirit the
utterance of wisdom, and to another the utterance of knowledge according to the
same Spirit, ®to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healing by the
one Spirit, %to another the working of miracles, to another prophecy, to another
the ability to distinguish between spirits, to another various kinds of tongues, to
another the interpretation of tongues. 1 All these are empowered by one and the
same Spirit, who apportions to each one individually as he wills.
