Hebrews 11:1-16 (ESV) By Faith

11 Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things not
seen. For by it the people of old received their commendation. 3 By faith we
understand that the universe was created by the word of God, so that what is
seen was not made out of things that are visible.

4 By faith Abel offered to God a more acceptable sacrifice than Cain, through
which he was commended as righteous, God commending him by accepting his
gifts. And through his faith, though he died, he still speaks. ° By faith Enoch was
taken up so that he should not see death, and he was not found, because God
had taken him. Now before he was taken he was commended as having pleased
God. ® And without faith it is impossible to please him, for whoever would draw
near to God must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who seek
him.’ By faith Noah, being warned by God concerning events as yet unseen, in
reverent fear constructed an ark for the saving of his household. By this he
condemned the world and became an heir of the righteousness that comes by
faith.

8 By faith Abraham obeyed when he was called to go out to a place that he was
to receive as an inheritance. And he went out, not knowing where he was
going. ° By faith he went to live in the land of promise, as in a foreign land,
living in tents with Isaac and Jacob, heirs with him of the same promise. * For
he was looking forward to the city that has foundations, whose designer and
builder is God. ** By faith Sarah herself received power to conceive, even when
she was past the age, since she considered him faithful who had promised.

2 Therefore from one man, and him as good as dead, were born descendants as
many as the stars of heaven and as many as the innumerable grains of sand by
the seashore.

B These all died in faith, not having received the things promised, but having
seen them and greeted them from afar, and having acknowledged that they
were strangers and exiles on the earth. “For people who speak thus make it
clear that they are seeking a homeland. Bif they had been thinking of that land
from which they had gone out, they would have had opportunity to return.
®But as it is, they desire a better country, that is, a heavenly one. Therefore
God is not ashamed to be called their God, for he has prepared for them a city.
&
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That the blessing of Abraham might come
on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that
we might receive the promise of the Spirit
through faith. — Galatians 3:14

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Acts 4:1-22 (ESV) Peter and John Before the Council

4 And as they were speaking to the people, the priests and the captain of the
temple and the Sadducees came upon them, 2greatly annoyed because they were
teaching the people and proclaiming in Jesus the resurrection from the dead. 3 And
they arrested them and put them in custody until the next day, for it was already
evening. *But many of those who had heard the word believed, and the number of
the men came to about five thousand.

> On the next day their rulers and elders and scribes gathered together in
Jerusalem, ° with Annas the high priest and Caiaphas and John and Alexander, and
all who were of the high-priestly family. ’ And when they had set them in the midst,
they inquired, “By what power or by what name did you do this?” ® Then Peter,
filled with the Holy Spirit, said to them, “Rulers of the people and elders, %if we are
being examined today concerning a good deed done to a crippled man, by what
means this man has been healed, %|et it be known to all of you and to all the
people of Israel that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified,
whom God ralsed from the dead—by him this man is standing before you well.

" This Jesus™ is the stone that was rejected by you, the builders, which has
become the cornerstone.” 2 And there is salvation in no one else, for there is no
other name under heaven given among men'? by which we must be saved.”

3 Now when they saw the boldness of Peter and John, and perceived that they
were uneducated, common men, they were astonished. And they recognized that
they had been with Jesus. “But seeing the man who was healed standing beside
them, they had nothing to say in opposition. *But when they had commanded
them to leave the council, they conferred with one another, *° saying, “What shall
we do with these men? For that a notable sign has been performed through them
is evident to all the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and we cannot deny it. 7 But in order
that it may spread no further among the people, let us warn them to speak no
more to anyone in this name.” %50 they called them and charged them not to
speak or teach at all in the name of Jesus. ®But Peter and John answered them,
“Whether it is right in the sight of God to listen to you rather than to God, you must
judge, 2 for we cannot but speak of what we have seen and heard.” 2! And when
they had further threatened them, they let them go, finding no way to punish
them, because of the people, for all were praising God for what had happened.
