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Mark 6:30-44 (ESV): Jesus Feeds the Five Thousand:

 The apostles returned to Jesus and told him all that they had done and 
taught. 

31 
And he said to them, “Come away by yourselves to a desolate place 

and rest a while.” For many were coming and going, and they had no leisure 
even to eat.

 32
 And they went away in the boat to a desolate place by 

themselves. 
33

 Now many saw them going and recognized them, and they ran 
there on foot from all the towns and got there ahead of them. 

34
 When he went 

ashore he saw a great crowd, and he had compassion on them, because they 
were like sheep without a shepherd. And he began to teach them many things.

Matthew 13:10-16 The Purpose of the Parables: 

 
10

 Then the disciples came and said to him, “Why do you speak to them in parables?”  
11

 And he answered them, “To you it has been given to know the secrets of the 
kingdom of heaven, but to them it has not been given. 

12
 For to the one who has, more 

will be given, and he will have an abundance, but from the one who has not, even 
what he has will be taken away.
